*We sponsored an Easter Egg Hunt in our Parish and served lunch to about 75 - 80 of the youth of
our parish.

*We held our 4th Annual Free Throw Competition.

*We raised over $500 and adopted a family with 3 children for Christmas. We bought the children
presents, and we provided them with a Christmas dinner. We also adopted another family and
provided them with a Christmas dinner and paid their electric bill.

*We donated the proceeds of the Tootsie Roll Drive to our county's School for Exceptional Children.
*We have a certified 1st degree exemplification team.

*We sponsored our parish’s 5th Annual Mardi Gras Ball that raised money for Vocations this past
year.
