	Project description#pg2:      And so it began. The first Friday in Lent we did not know what to expect. The Knight volunteered to lead the Prayers of the Stations of the Cross to get things started on week one. Emails were sent out to all council members to bring their families and enjoy a meal together. Our first Friday of Adoration, Stations of the Cross, and Lenten Meal had 39 people attend. That was a 200% improvement over the previous year. As the weeks went by different Parish Ministries became involved to lead the Stations of the Cross and the number of parishioners continued to grow. Our Parish Priest was finally able to introduce the Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament to the parish as he wanted to and you could feel the prayerful excitement growing each week during Lent. By the end of Lent we had 58 parishioners in attendance and that is a 400% improvement over the previous year. 
     Our Chaplain came to our Grand Knight and told him he could not be happier of the support he saw in our parishioners. He thanked the Knights for all of their hard work and Leadership in identifying the change and doing a great job of coordinating with all of the Parish Ministries and bringing our parish community together. He continues to say that the Knights "set the bar" for all of the other ministries to match at our parish and are very proud of what we accomplished. 
     This Church Program was by far the most involved our Council has ever been challenged to do by our Parish Priest. We gave our fears and doubts to the Lord and He took over from there. You could definitely see the hand of God working with and through our parishioners during this Lenten Season. This was our first time to really help and be part of "Building the Domestic Church within our Parish".

	Project description#pg1:      This Lenten Church Project began when our Council Officers took our Chaplain to an appreciation supper. At this particular supper we discussed the spring quarter planning of our council and the church events coming up. Our Council is very involved in supporting our Priest and Parish Community in any way we can. 
     As the meeting progressed the subject of Lent and Easter came up and our Grand Knight began to ask our Chaplain about Stations of the Cross. The Knights pointed out how low the attendance for this beautiful church service was at our parish and that last year our best attendance to the Stations of the Cross was only 13 people. 
     So the Knights challenged our Chaplain to make a bold move by requesting to change the Stations of the Cross service from Wednesday to Friday and serving a light “free” Lenten meal afterward to help the parents of our parish. As we were brainstorming about getting more people to come to this service we also requested that we get all of the Ministries of our parish, the RCIA, Out Reach Program, School of Religion, Choir, and Adult Education Formation to take one of the weeks during Lent and lead the Stations of the Cross Prayers.  Our vision was to get more parishioners involved in Lent and Stations of the Cross and then share a meal together to build community.
     As our Chaplain listen to the Knights you could see him begin to open up to the idea. He knew that his parishioner’s attendance at the Stations of the Cross had been very poor in the past years. After the Knights presented our vision to our Chaplain he came back and said “I will try it on two conditions. “First I want to add the Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament from 4:30 pm to 5:30 pm, have Stations of the Cross from 5:30 pm to 6:00 pm, and a Lenten meal to follow". You could see our Chaplains mind lighting up with joy as we discussed our vision with him. “Secondly, I want the Knights of Columbus to coordinate this with all of the Parish Ministries, do all of the scheduling and place the announcements in the Church bulletin throughout Lent”. This was one of those defining moments by your Parish Priest of “ask and you shall receive”.  
     Our Grand Knight went to work and contacted each of the Ministry Leaders and told them about the new time change and challenged them to take a week during Lent to lead the prayers of the Stations of the Cross. He also worked with the church secretary to have notices placed in the bulletin and e-blast sent out each week inviting all parishioners to come to Adoration, Stations of the Cross, and enjoy a Lenten Meal together afterward.
