	Purpose of Activity: This project provided much needed coats for local children and teens without the means to obtain them through the coordination with the local chapter of the Saint Vincent de Paul Society.

	Project description#pg1: After consultation with the local director of Saint Vincent de Paul, Bill McIntyre, the Council was presented with a proposal by Brother Jordan Roy at its budget approval meeting in August 2017 to purchase and distribute coats for the needy young people of our area.  The Council authorized the expenditure and included into its fund-raising program for the year the funding necessary to subsidize the purchase.  The purchase was initiated through the Supreme Office via Knight Gear to buy ten (10) cases of coats of various sizes for boys and girls.  Once the coats arrived at the OLG Office, a distribution event was organized with Mr. McIntyre and the coats were delivered.  In the following days, the coats were given to needy people in the St. Vincent de Paul network just prior to a significant weather event where daily temperatures were in the teens and 20's.  This activity provided 120 coats and included the service of five knights, ten hours of service and a council expense of $2,336.
