April 26, 2025

Your Excellencies, Reverend Fathers, Worthy Supreme Rep, Worthy State Officers,
Worthy Past State Deputies, Delegates and Brothers all, it has been my honor to
serve you as State Deputy for the 2024-2025 Fraternal Year. At the onset of this
Fraternal year, we set our sights on continued membership engagement through
five key areas of focus that would lead us to a successful year: Energized
Programs, Council Growth, Increased Participation in COR meetings, Safe
Environment Compliance, and Fraternal Benefit participation.

| am please to report that we have made improvements in every one of these key
areas. We have seen a 21% increase in programs being reported and grew the
number of councils reporting, we have grown State Membership by 32% over last
year, increased council membership by 39%, and recruited 46% more online
members. COR participation has increased by .. and the number of Safe
Environment Compliant councils has grown by 30%. We have doubled the number
of councils hosting Fraternal Benefit Events with the total attendance increasing
by nearly 40%.

The fruits of our efforts can be seen in the engagement of our membership and in
their works of charity across the state recording over 138,000 volunteer hours,
nearly doubling last year’s hours, and contributing over $580,000 to various
charitable efforts. Included in that number is over $23,000 in RSVP support for
our seminarians and $47,500 in support of our pregnancy centers. Following the
devastation of Hurricane Helene, due to the generosity of our councils and
membership, we donated $16,000 in disaster relief to our brothers across the six
Southeastern states impacted. For the second year in a row thanks to the efforts
of Council 10901 in Oxford, our next Ultrasound Machine will be installed at the
Pregnancy Center of Oxford.

We should all be proud of and celebrate these accomplishments that resulted
from the hard work and engagement of the councils across the great State of
Mississippi!



Today is not the end of our 2024-2025 journey. We still have much more to
achieve this fraternal year.

We have a total of 22 councils that have a great opportunity to achieve STAR
Council this fraternal year. They have put themselves in reach of this prestigious
award, but still have work to accomplish to finish off their year.

Although we have had good success improving our membership numbers over
last year, we still have more work to do. It will take the support of every council
represented here to achieve our 2024-2025 target before June 30™. If every
delegate in this room today brings in 1 new member before that date, we will
meet the target for the year. It will take this team to make it happen. Don’t look
to the guy sitting next to you, we need you to go find that Catholic man that
needs to be a member of Knights of Columbus.

The fraternal year 2024-2025 was a challenging year for the state treasurer. Due to
issues with the initial CPA in the previous year, the state was later filing tax returns that
year and faced a significant fine. However, we were able to gain forgiveness after
explaining the issues with the CPA. The federal tax forms for 2023-2024 were filed on
time as well as those needed for the state. At the end of September, the bank made an
error on a deposit, which was discovered and corrected quickly; however, since the error
occurred at the end of the statement period, and the correction occurred in the following
statement, careful documentation was required to preserve the event and explain what
happened. In February, it was necessary to reconcile all the state funds over the last 10
years. This was done to examine the possibility of increasing per diem payments to the
delegates, an issue that the state officers determined needed further examination and
discussion. In addition to this, checks were written and deposits made to keep the state
operating.

Worthy State Deputy, Your Excellencies, Reverand Father,
Worthy State Officers, Past State Deputies, General Agent,
Delegates, my brother knights all. Good afternoon,

Always a pleasure for me to be in Mississippi, first and
foremost. | pray that all of you had a most Blessed Easter.
The death of Pope Francis on Easter Monday is certainly a
sad occasion. | cannot match the eloquence of the Bishops
or the Supreme Knight on Pope Francis's accomplishments
or pontificate. | would just ask that all of us pray for the
repose of his soul and that the Holy Spirit guide the College
of Cardinals with Wisdom as they select his successor.

Congratulations to all Award recipients last night. Hard work
pays off, and you demonstrated exactly that.

As an Order we are again doing great this year, and | think it
is shaping up to be an even better year than last year, which
was our best intake year since World War Il. As of March 31,
we had broughtin 36,826 men into the Knights of Columbus
in the United States, but we lost 17,591 members due to
death. Mississippi for it’s part as of today, has brought in
over 200 new members, into the Order.

My additional message to you today is simple, the time for
action in NOW!

As you know, the expectation is for each District Deputy to
put the time and effort into making your Councils



successful, and the measure of success is meeting the goals
set out by Supreme for Star Council.

The State Deputy likely has shared with you in some way, the
status of each of your Councils, likely via the STAR Tracker.
Membership recruitment, Fraternal Benefits Events,
Programs, Safe Environment Compliance, and required
forms.

In my mind, and probably State Deputy Guy’s mind, every
Council that has met at least 50% of its membership goal as
of today, has a fighting chance to achieve Star Council, and
quite frankly, many of those under 50% still have a shot.

A word of caution, many councils that have already achieved
their membership goals are falling short on the other
requirements.

Worthy District Deputies, Worthy Grand Knights, now is the
time to be very proactive with your Councils to aid and push
them to meet the goals for STAR Council. We literally have
two (2) months left.

Worthy District Deputies, make sure you understand their
membership recruitment plan over the next two months and
strongly encourage those that have already met their goal to
go for Double-Star, Triple-Star, and beyond.



Make sure they have reached out to their field agents for FBE
scheduling and aggressively promote the virtual FBE
opportunities.

Over the next few weeks, councils should get to their SP7s
for their programs. Although they are not due until June 30, it
would be very wise to get these in as early as possible, so
that the Councils have time to resubmit if their forms are
rejected. | would make sure that councils send you copies
so that you can catch any errors or incompletions--which
means you, as a District Deputy, must personally
understand the rules on the do's and don'ts of Form SP7.

Help them fix shortfalls in Safe Environment Compliance,
and for those that are compliant, check the Safe
Environment Membership Status report to be sure there will
be no surprise expirations in the next two months.

Make sure your Councils are not showing deficiency in other
completed forms required for Star Council--specifically
Form 365 (Service Program Personnel, which was due last
August). Supreme is still accepting ALL forms, including the
Form 1728 (Annual Fraternal Survey, which was due in
January). Brothers, let's get this done!

Finally, | am asking a favor of you. Let’s send SD Guy out on a
high note. Let’s get Mississippi back on board and push for
excellence, for the most STAR Councils ever in Mississippi.

Bill Whitmire, a retired military officer called to a new set of orders by the Holy Spirit, given purpose,
grace and countless blessings under the Father’s admonishment to use those blessings for His glory, to the
brothers of the councils in the State of Mississippi, grace, peace and joy to you through our Lord and
Savior, Jesus Christ, the eternal King whom we all serve through Charity, Unity and Fraternity.

KC 9673’s Fraternal Year 2024/2025 was marked by change, growth, and the movement of the Holy
Spirit in bringing us together as true brothers in Christ and employing us as his soldiers for making a
positive difference throughout our community. As our pastor Fr. Martin Gillespie, a long-standing
Knight and avid supporter of our council says, Knights are the “strong right arm™ of the parish, engaged
across all ministries while being the “hands and feet” for everything from leading liturgical ministry
teams and faith programs, to cooking for parish gatherings, to care and maintenance of the church
facilities and grounds.

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Minutes from First Business Session

April 25, 2025

Garland
Moran Council 9958 seconded the nomination. Derek Finley was nominated by
resolution. Jeff Johnson, Council 10216 seconded the nomination. Mak Kersanec was
nominated by resolution. John Mahoney Council 1522 seconded the nomination. There
were no other nominations.
